We had 
fun, gained insight in viewing what comprises a striped fabric and made some beautiful beginnings 
for new quilts which included such pattern ideas as ñblazing fingers, chevron, pleated & fluted, and 
double inverted chevrons (45Á).  It would seem that the variety is endless, and endlessly changing.
